ELA NOTEBOOK
You need to have your English composition book in class every day**:

· The front of your notebook will be labeled clearly with your name, and it’s highly encouraged that you decorate it and make if your own! 

· Everyday you will begin class by copying the day’s “agenda” in your notebook (and “assignments due” in your planner).  These will be on the screen when you arrive for class.  

· Most days you will have an additional warm-up activity which will vary from free-writes to answering questions. 
· Everyday you will end class by writing a reflection.  I will announce when I have put instructions for the reflection on the screen.  

Please label/write each day as follows:


Each quarter, I will grade “Notebooks” for 2 daily grades.  In order to receive a grade, you must have each entry labeled and completed correctly.  I will pick 10 random dates to check.  Each date will be worth 10 points, 5 points for the copied “agenda/warm-up due”, and 5 points for a completed “reflection”.  If you have 10 complete dates, you receive a 100 for your “Notebook” grade”!
